Location - Travel

By Train

Sheffield is at the heart of the railway network. Regular services operate between Sheffield and London St Pancras, Birmingham, Leeds, Manchester and Nottingham.

By Supertram

One of the easiest ways to travel within the city is by the Supertram. The regular service stops at the railway station, Nunnery Square Park + Ride, City Centre, Meadowhall and The University of Sheffield. Tickets are purchased from the conductors on the trams.

Supertram Park & Ride

The easiest way for car drivers to travel to the University is by Supertram Park + Ride scheme.

Visitors arriving from the M1 should use the Nunnery Square or Meadowhall Interchange Park + Ride sites; visitors travelling from Manchester and the west should use the Middlewood or Meadowhall Interchange Park + Ride sites.

The Nunnery Square and Middlewood sites are staffed car parks with video surveillance.

By Bus

The University of Sheffield is serviced by over 15 bus services. The 60 bus picks up at both the railway station and the transport interchange; it runs frequently throughout the week.

By Coach

National Express operates a comprehensive coach service from most parts of the country to Sheffield Transport Interchange.

By Taxi

There are taxi ranks at the Railway station and the City Hall. The journey to the University takes about 15 minutes and 20-25 minutes to the Halls of Residence.

Parking Facilities

Spaces are available at each Hall of Residence, however during term time please be aware that there is limited availability. Reserved spaces may be arranged with the House Manager for delegates with special needs or for a special guest.

For visitors to main campus there are a limited number of spaces which we may reserve on your behalf. Temporary permits are provided for organisers to issue and fees can be added to the final account.
